IL CONSIGLIO DI AMMINISTRAZIONE 

 

VISTO il Decreto legislativo 29 settembre 1999, n. 381, concernente la 
costituzione dell’Istituto Nazionale di Geofisica e Vulcanologia (INGV); 

VISTO il Decreto Leg.vo 25/11/2016, n. 218, concernente 

“Semplificazione delle attività degli Enti Pubblici di Ricerca ai sensi 
dell’art. 13 della Legge 7/08/2015, n. 124”; 

VISTO lo Statuto dell’INGV, approvato con Delibera del Consiglio di 
Amministrazione n. 114/2020 del 19 giugno 2020, emanato con 

Decreto del Presidente n.  78/2020 del 27/10/2020, pubblicato sul Sito 
WEB istituzionale – Avviso di emanazione di cui al Comunicato su 

Gazzetta Ufficiale della Repubblica Italiana - Serie generale - n. 264 
del 24 ottobre 2020, in particolare, l’art. 8, comma 6, lettera f), il quale 

prevede che il CdA “omissis….delibera la partecipazione a società, 
fondazione e consorzi, nonché la stipulazione di accordi con organismi 

nazionali, europei e internazionali”; 
VISTO il Regolamento di Organizzazione e Funzionamento dell’INGV, 

emanato con Decreto del Presidente n.  36/2020 del 22/04/2020, 
pubblicato sul Sito WEB istituzionale e in particolare, l’art. 29 il quale 

disciplina le Collaborazioni con soggetti esterni, stabilendo al primo 

comma che: “I rapporti di collaborazione nell’attività di ricerca tra 
l’Ente e soggetti pubblici e privati, italiani e stranieri sono regolati 

attraverso contratti aventi come riferimento di massima la seguente 
tipologia: protocolli d’intesa, accordi di programma quadro, 

convenzioni operative”; 
VISTO il Regolamento del Personale, emanato con Decreto del 

Presidente n. 12/2021 del 25/02/2021, pubblicato sul Sito Web 
istituzionale; 

VISTO il Regolamento di Amministrazione, Contabilità e Finanza, 
adottato con Delibera del Consiglio di Amministrazione n. 145/2020 del 

22 luglio 2020, ed emanato con Decreto del Presidente n. 75/2020 del 
21 ottobre 2020; 

VISTO il Decreto del Ministro dell’Università e Ricerca n. 229 del 
19/2/2021, con il quale il Prof. Carlo Doglioni è stato nominato 

Presidente dell’INGV; 
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VISTO il Decreto del Ministro dell’Università e Ricerca n. 1200 del 
30/12/2019, con il quale la Prof.ssa Francesca Bozzano e il Prof. 

Roberto Scarpa sono stati nominati Consiglieri di Amministrazione 

dell’INGV; 
VISTO il Decreto del Ministro dell’Università e Ricerca n. 986 del 

24/10/2019, con il quale il Dott. Fabio Florindo e il Dott. Gilberto 
Saccorotti sono stati nominati Consiglieri di Amministrazione 

dell’INGV; 
VISTO lo schema di Memorandum of Understanding tra l’Istituto 

Nazionale di Geofisica e Vulcanologia e la Coventry University; 
CONSIDERATO che si tratta di una cooperazione a livello internazionale 

che vede le parti coinvolte in attività d’interesse comune; 
PRESO ATTO che la Coventry University e l’Istituto Nazionale di 

Geofisica e Vulcanologia manifestano l’interesse a programmare, 
promuovere e intraprendere le predette attività e in particolare, la 

Coventry University svilupperà modelli e rappresentazioni GIS 
sull’impatto di fenomeni ambientali, terremoti inclusi e l’INGV 

accoglierà i loro studenti per sviluppare tali attività didattiche; 

VALUTATA dunque, l’opportunità di procedere alla sottoscrizione del 
sopra citato Memorandum of Understanding tra l’INGV e la Coventry 

University nell’ambito dei rispettivi ruoli e competenze;  
CONSIDERATO che l’attività da espletare rientra tra i compiti scientifici 

e istituzionali dell’INGV; 
VISTO il parere favorevole del Direttore di Sezione e del Direttore di 

Dipartimento;

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

THIS MEMORANDUM is made on      2021 

BETWEEN: 

(1) Istituto Nazionale di Geofisica e Vulcanologia whose offices are situated at Via di 

Vigna Murata, 605, 00143, Rome, Italy. (“INGV”); and 

(2) Coventry University whose administrative offices are situated at Priory Street, 
Coventry CV1 5FB, UK ("Coventry"). 

 

1. This Memorandum of Understanding ("MOU") outlines the principal requirements of each 
party, which will subsequently be included in a more detailed formal Agreement, which 
shall be subject to English law (the "Agreement"). 

2. This MOU is also intended to provide a framework under which the business relationship 
between the parties will be conducted in the interim and to allow the parties to undertake 
certain exploratory work prior to the signing of the Agreement.  The purpose of this MOU 
is as follows: 

2.1. to discuss and develop areas of potential joint research;  

2.2. to discuss, with a view to developing, staff and student mobility between both parties. 

3. The parties agree that paragraphs 5, 7, 8 and 9 of this MOU shall be binding legal 
obligations of the parties.  The remaining portions of this MOU shall not be binding and 
shall have no legal effect.  The parties agree to negotiate in good faith to reach a formal 
Agreement embodying the principles set out in this MOU, with a view to signature prior to 
expiry of this MOU.  Neither party is bound to enter into the Agreement. 

4. Except for any breach of those clauses which the parties have agreed will have legal 
effect, neither party will make any claim against or be liable to the other for any loss or 
damages including, but not limited to any consequential damages or lost profits, arising 
from any discussions, actions taken in reliance on this MOU or for termination of the 
negotiations without reaching a comprehensive agreement. This paragraph shall survive 
termination or expiration of this MOU. 

5. During the term of this MOU, either party hereto (the "Disclosing Party") may disclose to 
the other (the "Receiving Party") information including, but not limited to, plans, ideas, 
operations, processes, intentions, production information, know-how, copyrights, design 
rights, trade secrets, market opportunities, business affairs and/or technical activities 
(hereinafter called "Information"). 

5.1. The Receiving Party shall: 

5.1.1. keep the Information confidential and only use Information, in whatever form, 
for the purposes set out in paragraph 2 above; 

5.1.2. not copy nor reduce to writing Information except as may be reasonably 
necessary for the purposes set out in paragraph 2 above; 

5.1.3. not disclose the Information to its officers, employees or advisors except to the 
extent required for the purposes set out in paragraph 2 above; 



 
 

5.1.4. not disclose the Information to any third party without the prior written consent 
of the Disclosing Party; 

5.1.5. procure that any of the persons specified in paragraph 5.1.3 above to whom 
any of the Information is disclosed shall act in all respects as if such person is 
bound by this paragraph 5. 

5.2. The obligations set out in paragraph 5.1 above shall not apply to any Information 
which: 

5.2.1. is in, or comes into, the public domain other than by breach of this MOU; 

5.2.2. the Receiving Party can show was legitimately in its possession prior to 
receipt from the Disclosing Party; 

5.2.3. is properly received by the Receiving Party from a third party who is rightfully 
in possession of it and who is free to disclose the same; 

5.2.4. the Disclosing Party consents to being disclosed by the Receiving Party, 
subject always that any consent to disclose Information must be in writing; 

5.2.5. the Receiving Party can demonstrate that it developed independently of any 
Information provided to it by the Disclosing Party; or 

5.2.6. the Receiving Party is under a legal obligation to disclose. 

5.3. Neither the execution of this MOU nor the furnishing of any Information hereunder 
shall be construed as granting either expressly, by implication, by estoppel nor 
otherwise any right or licence to use such Information except for the purposes set 
out in paragraph 2 above. 

5.4. The Receiving Party shall, at the request of the Disclosing Party, or upon termination 
or expiry of this MOU, return to the Disclosing Party all Information received from the 
Disclosing Party. 

5.5. The obligations of confidentiality contained within this paragraph 5 shall continue for 
five (5) years after expiry of this MOU. 

6. This MOU shall commence on the date stated at the head of this MOU and shall expire 1 
(one) year thereafter unless: 

6.1. both parties agree and confirm in writing signed by both parties that it should 
continue; or 

6.2. either party terminates this MOU prior to the expiry date by the service of a six 
weeks’ written notice of termination. 

7. Each party shall bear its own expenses and costs with regard to all discussions and 
activities between the parties.  

8. The parties warrant and covenant that, in connection with the exchange of information 
pursuant to this MOU neither party shall make any payments or gifts or any offers or 
promises of payments or gifts of any kind, directly or indirectly, to any third party, 
including any official of any governmental departments or any government agency for the 
purpose of inducing such official or candidate to misuse his political office in favour of 
either party. 

9. This MOU shall be governed by and construed in all aspects in accordance with the 
English and Italian law and the parties agree to submit to the jurisdiction of the English 
Courts. 

10. To the extent permitted by law, Coventry’s total aggregate liability under this agreement 
shall be limited to £100,000 (one hundred thousand pounds) and INGV’s total aggregate 
liability under this agreement shall be limited to € 100,000 (one hundred thousand euros).
